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Born in Brody, to the Harnik family. Her educated parents were teachers and musicions.
Following the German occupation in 1941, her father obtained a work pass. But her
Mother and her mother's brother, who had not have work passes, were shot to death in
a nearby forest in August 41. Iza stayed with her father and grandmother . At the age of
four she was brought to Jacek Miklaszewski, her father’s best friend living there under an
assumed name of Eva Miklaszewski. When the war ended, and after his release from the
Red Army, her father found her in Krakow. She re-assumed her Jewish identity and in 1948
they immigrated to Israel. IzA now Israela settled in Kibutz Ramat-Yohanan staying there
10 years. Israela studied art in Chicago, specialized in London, Los-Angeles and New York.
Her art has been displayed in exhibitions throughout Israel.
